	Rationale: Two issues are addressed:
1) The name "location" is confusing, and no actual location information is associated with this level of the identifification hierarchy.  A "group" name matchs what the field is actually used for, whether array elements or multiple sensors at the same location.
2) Future deployments with 1000's of channels are expected to occur more frequenly in the near future.  Oraganizing the identification using the current available hierarchy will likely become cumbersome or not even possible.

The FDSN should develop a useful convention for group identifiers.
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
