	Rationale: Loc ids give namespace to channel codes, but were separate due to constraints of seed. It would be more logical to combine the two into a single field. Propose that this be 8 chars where it can be of the form:
BIO, LLBIO, LLBIIO, LLLLBIO, or LLLLBIIO
where L is locid, B is band code, I is instrument code and O is orientation code.
This preserves naming for older channels, with and without locids, and provides bigger loc and instrument namespace. In addition, by using a single wider field, the empty loc id problem goes away.
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
