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StationXML:

The WG would like to move away from dataless SEED and have StationXML the default standard for station metadata exchange. However it is recognized this is not feasible on the short term as:

- documentation on StationXML is not available. Suggestion is to use the SEED manual in digital form as starting point. SEED manual made in Adobe InDesing (to be checked by IRIS) and as PDF. Currently no resources available to work on this.
- there is no software available to build, edit and maintain StationXML. The Gempa tool 'SNMP' may fill this gap and it was suggested to explore this tool. PDCC support for StationXML is planned without high priority.  
The procedure for StationXML modifications/extensions was discussed and agreed upon as follows: proposal to be send to WGII; after approval a draft branch needs to be created on GitHub by the one who proposed it and be reviewed by the WG; final merging in the master branch by the gatekeeper (currently Chad Trabant).  Ideas for modifications came from WG1 and WG5 as well as from the Strong Motion community. Other proposals were to provide metadata in JSON format and use the concept of virtual networks. WGII invited those communities to send concrete suggestion to the mailing list.
Mini-SEED format:

The WG discussed a redesign of the mini-SEED format. Extension of network code required (all 2-character code combinations are almost used). Suggestion to remove all data record blockettes and move information in blockettes 100, 500, 1000, 1001 into the fixed data record header. As a start a request for requirements and recommendations will be send around within WGII.
QC metrics:
Currently a number of metrics is defined and calculated by IRIS (MUSTANG) and ORFEUS EIDA. A comparison of common metrics in both systems was presented and a list of suggested standard FDSN metrics with description will be send to the mailing list. It was suggested to pre-pend metrics that are calculated from mini-SEED data record headers with 'ms_'.

QuakeML:
Current status was presented by Fabian Euchner (ETH). Official release of version 2.0. No common view whether StationXML should be part of QuakeML.
